1. Subject of agreement:
1.1. Corresponding author, representing their interests by the definition of submitting of the Abstract on behalf of all co-authors, thereafter called CORR. AUTHOR, grants the Publisher, on a gratuitous basis, defined by the terms of the copyright as by the current legislation of the Russian Federation, the exclusive right to use the Abstract for publication in the Abstract Book, to the extent defined by this Agreement, without the right to issue similar rights to other persons.
1.2. The rights granted under this Agreement include:
– Reproduction of the Abstract and/or its fragments in any material form, including on paper and electronic media as a separate work, as part of the Abstract Book and / or in the Publisher's and / or other persons databases, at the discretion of the Publisher;
– distribution of the Abstract or its fragments on any media in the form of a separate work, as part of the Abstract Book  and / or in the databases of the Publisher or other persons, at the discretion of the Publisher and / or the Founder of the Abstract Book; 
– dissemination of the Abstract or its fragments to the public providing  any person free access to the Abstract from any place and at any time of their choice including the Internet;
– public display of the copies of the Abstract or its fragments;
– processing, including the translation of the Abstract into any language including Russian, and free access to the processed (translated) Abstracts by the above methods; 
– sublicensing (granting rights to use the Abstract or its fragments obtained under this Agreement to third parties).
1.3. The territory on which the rights specified in clauses 1.1 and 1.2 of this Agreement are valid includes all states where the copyrights are protected by international agreements of the Russian Federation or by other similar agreements.
1.4. This Agreement takes the effect from the moment the Abstracts submitted to the Abstract Book are transferred to e-library for open publication.
1.5. On the basis of this Agreement, the Parties sign a License Agreement for the right to use the Abstract describing their scientific work, in the Abstract Book published in e-library.  
2. Corresponding Author on behalf of all authors guarantees that:
2.1. He is the actual copyright holder of the exclusive rights to the Abstract; the rights granted to the Publisher under this Agreement have not been transferred to him by the third parties before and will not be transferred by him to the third parties in the future.
2.2. Abstract  is the original work, not published previously, not submitted and not considered for submission in other printed and/or electronic publications, except for publishing by Corr. Author and/or Coauthors on their own website(s);
2.3 Abstract is not a document produced on duty, and does not contain materials that are forbidden for publication in the open press, in accordance with jurisdiction of the Russian Federation.
2.4 Abstract contains complete and correct references to the citations of the work done by other authors, and fully names the sources of the copied materials.
2.5 Corr. Author has obtained all the necessary permissions for the use in the Abstract of the materials, the copyright holder (s) of which his does not own the copyright.  
3. Corr. Author on behalf of all coauthors has the right to:
3.1. Use printed or electronic preprints of the Abstract. Such preprints can be posted as electronic files on the website of Corr. Author, of coauthors and secure external website of Corr. Author and/or Co-authors employer, but not for systematic external distribution to other persons. When posting, Corr. Author and Co-authors should include in the preprint the following warning: «This is the preprint of the Abstract, accepted for publication in the Abstract Book of the Conference Series «Future Biomedicine», 2018 г, issue №2, ISSN 2619-1121».
3.2. Photocopy or transfer to colleagues a copy of the printed Abstract in whole or in part for their personal or professional use, to promote academic or scientific research, or for informational purposes.
3.3. Use selected materials from published Abstract in other written works by Corr. Author and/or Co-authors.
3.4. Include Abstract in the educational compilations for the use in the classroom, distribute these materials among students free of charge, save materials as part of an e-learning course on a local server for student access, and use for internal training programs at the employer's institution.
3.5. In accordance with Article 1269 of the Civil Code, Corr. Author and Co-authors have the right to withdraw the earlier decision on the publication (reproduction) of the Abstract (right to withdraw), on the condition of  compensation to the Publisher of the losses caused by such decision. In this case, Corr. Author and Co-authors are required to publicly notify the withdrawal of Abstract. In the course of withdrawal, Corr. Author and  Coauthors have the right to withdraw from circulation  previously issued copies of Abstract and/or Abstract Book, paper and / or electronic, on the condition of full compensation to the Publisher of the losses caused by this decision.
4. Corr. Author fully representing all coauthors is committed to: 
4.1. Not publishing the Abstract  in other print and (or) electronic publications and not distributing it without the consent of the Publisher.
4.2. Using the electronic copy of the Abstract prepared by the Publisher and transferred to Corr. Author and/or co-authors exclusively in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.
4.3. In the event that third parties make claims to the Publisher (claims, lawsuits) related to the infringement of exclusive copyright and / or other intellectual property rights when using the Abstract by the Publisher, the Author undertakes, immediately after receiving the notice from the Publisher, the measures to resolve disputes with third parties and take all steps needed to exclude the Publisher from among the claim respondents.
5. Other conditions of the Agreement:
5.1. Any other issues not directly regulated by this Agreement, shall be settled in accordance with the actual legislation of the Russian Federation.

1. Made a significant contribution to the work reported, whether that’s in the research conception or design, acquisition of data, analysis and interpretation, or in all these areas.
2. Drafted, written, or revised the article.
3. Reviewed and agreed the final version of the article before submission.
4. Agreed the manuscript is to be submitted.
5. Takes responsibility and accountability for the content of the article.
6. In line with standard publishing ethics, if the manuscript is found to be unsafe, in error, in some way fraudulent, or in breach of the publishing agreement, the responsibility for this is shared by all named co-authors.
7. Agrees that the corresponding author is acting on the co-authors behalf in any communication about the article, through submission, peer review, production, and after publication.
FUNCTIONS OF CORRESPONDING AUTHOR
All or part of the above functions.
